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It’s the 6 inch flowerpot, has an Intarsio 
backstamp, and as the picture of the base 
shows, it uses the later method of numbering, 
incorporating both a shape number (60) and a 
pattern number (7891). 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
SO WHEN WAS THIS DONE? 
Sue Hill’s list doesn’t mention it but helps us date it as around 1913. 
But now we have more direct access to the Pattern Books we find (without illustration) 

To clarify, the entry says: “Intarsio Flowerpots, exactly same as 3686 print, and enamelled the 
same as 7831 (called “Indian Decoration” on quaint jugs- see Gerry’s article in Magazine 89, 
2008), and finished off in the same mixture, printed in UG black.” 

3686 is what Les Foley calls “abstract Palmate” design, There are 54 of 
them, a major part of the late second series Intarsio in dominant green. 
So shall we call 7891 “third series” Intarsio, in dominant red? 

The last pattern in Les’ lovely book is 7682: the last mention of Intarsio 
in pattern books was 8660, the short-lived Moorcroft style, and I’m a bit 
surprised that this was called Intarsio at all - and only a few of this style 
carried the Intarsio backstamp. 

So I take this as a candidate for the last Intarsio.
