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Kingsclere is not characterised by thatched buildings  (it is said that there are 100,000 in UK) 
So you might have seen this description:

Hampshire County Council (1979) Hampshire Treasures lists Thatched stable block at 9 Newbury Road and 
describes it as “one of only two thatches left in village”. Here it is in the 1930s:
