There ) met up with someone who was to become co-author: William (arvey. ) still remember wandering round an antiques Market in Alexandra Palace in ͳͻ͹͸: my eye was strongly drawn to something surprising - a piece of earthenware that ) knew nothing of. ) was puzzled why it interested me and had to turn it over - to find a Shelley backstamp! - )ntarsio tyg-like vase pattern number ͵͸ʹ͸. Thank you Walter Slater. That introduced me to the idea that a very different core ingredient ȋearthenware rather than bone chinaȌ could also take my breath away.
